FASTING RULES FOR THE GREAT FAST 2025 
The Great Fast 2025 begins Monday, March 3. All 
Byzantine Catholics must abstain from meat, meat 
products, eggs, and dairy products on the first day of 
the Fast, Monday, March 3, and on Great and Holy 
Friday, April 18, 2025. On all other Wednesdays and 
Fridays of the Great Fast, all Byzantine Catholics must 
abstain from meat and meat products, but the use of 
eggs and dairy product is permitted. Please speak to 
Father Jim if you need a dispensation for a serious 
reason. This is the minimum required; additional fasting 
is encouraged. 
LITURGICAL NOTES During the Great Fast, we do 
not celebrate the Divine Liturgy on weekdays, except 
on certain feast days. This includes Funeral Divine 
Liturgies. For funerals, the body will be brought into 
church and the funeral service without the Divine Liturgy 
will be celebrated. Instead, we celebrate the Pre-
Sanctified Liturgy on Wednesdays and Fridays.
